VILLA MAGDALENA

Milko Pavlov was born in Aytos, Bulgaria in 1956 and now works between Sofia and Berlin. Frottage techniques, created
by taking rubbings from pre-existing surfaces, add texture to his naturalistic abstract paintings. The presence of landsca-
pe or organic forms is suggested, but not confirmed.
